To marvel at the fantastic views head to the Monument Valley Navajo Tribal

Park and travel along the 17 mile Valley Drive – a dirt road that weaves amongst

towering cliffs and mesas including The Totem Pole which is a staggering 300ft high,

but just a few metres wide. You’ll need a four wheel drive to enjoy the experience

fully! Yosemite set in the Sierra Nevada and designated a national park in 1890 has a

number of highlights such as Yosemite Valley, Wawona’s History Centre and Mariposa

Grove containing hundreds of ancient sequoias. Glacier Point’s spectacular views of

Yosemite Valley and high country; Tuolumne Meadows a large subalpine meadow

surrounded by mountain peaks should not be missed. Bryce Canyon is home to the

‘hodoos’ a collection of erosion shaped colourful limestones, sandstones and

mudstones formed into a maze of spires and pinnacles. Located along the eastern

edge of the Paunsaugunt Plateau in southern Utah, you’ll witness panoramic views of

Utah, Arizona and New Mexico with an astounding visibility approaching 200 miles.

Zion an ancient Hebrew word meaning a place of refuge or sanctuary is home to the

world’s largest arch, Kolob Arch which has a 310ft span. Covering 229 square miles

Zion is located at the junction of Colorado Plateau, Great Basin and Mojave Desert

Provinces. The fantastic backdrop to the Tuacahn Ampitheater is jaw dropping – so

make sure you pop along to see one of the shows during your stay.
